ORIENTATION OF RESEARCH
My current research is in the area of Forensic Entomology which involves the use of insects found on decomposing carrions to determine the time, cause, and place of death. Since insects are usually the first to get to any decomposing body, an estimation of their pattern of arrival can be used to determine the postmortem interval (PMI). This is however dependent on the geographic location and the season. Presently, these factors are being considered to determine the rate of decomposition and the insect agents involved in decomposition of pig carrion in two biogeoclimatic zones of Nigeria. The study aims at establishing the succession pattern and rate of development of these insects during the stages of decomposition.
